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Sunday 1st July.

Everyone bring a picnic (Tartan Rug optional). Hopefully the sun will shine 
Directions from the A5 services (Esso & Dobbies).

1. Follow signs for the town centre. (Past Sainsbury’s island).
2. At the Large Island with traffic lights take LH lane & second exit over bridge.
3. Follow road up hill passing cemetery on your right.
4. At next Island turn left. This road will take you past Priory and Meole Brace Schools.

5. Stay on this road for 14 miles. You will pass through, Hook-a-gate, Annscroft, Longden, Longden Common, Pulverbatch, Rattlinghope.

6. A couple of miles past the sign for “The Horseshoes” Pub you will come across “the Inn on the Green”. Turn Left immediately after the car-park.

7. Follow this road up the hill to Wentnor.

8. At the top of the hill turn left signposted “Medlicott”

9. Follow the Road through the village passing “The Crown Inn” on your right.

At the end of the village turn right signposted “Medlicott”.

10. Follow lane down “Dangerous Hill” and up long straight Road.

Turn Left at the top of the Long Straight Road Signed “Medlicott”.

11. After about a mile you will come to another T-Junction. There is a Gateway right in front of you. (I will put a sign on it to tell you that you have arrived !).

Alternatively from Church Stretton (Not for people of a nervous disposition).
1. From Traffic lights on the A49 at Church Stretton take the B4370 for the town centre.

2. Go over railway bridge and up the road until you get to a staggered crossroads. Go straight on.

3. Follow road as it narrows with wall to your left and then over Cattle Grid up steep hill.

4. Keep on this road up onto the Longmynd. 

5. After passing the Gliding Club the road bares to the right and goes down another steep hill. After going over another cattle grid turn right.

6. Follow this road until you reach a crossroads. Turn Right signposted “Medlicott” 

7. After about a mile you will come to another T-Junction. There is a Gateway right in front of you. (I will put a sign on it to tell you that you have arrived !).
